Structure, governance and management

Method of recruitment and appointment of trustees

Objectives and activities

The charity's objects 

To further such charitable purposes for the benefit of young people under the age of 25 in Keighley and District 

as the trustees see fit from time to time in particular by:

a) advancing their education and development by providing and promoting a broad range of sustained, 

participatory, creative arts activities;

b) promoting the arts in particular by the establishment and maintenance of a Community Arts and Music 

Centre;

c) developing their capacity and skills in such a way that they are better able to identify, and help meet, their 

needs and to participate more fully in society; and

d) promoting for their benefit the provision of facilities for recreation or other leisure time occupation in the 

interests of social welfare and with the object of improving their condition of life.

The charity's main activities, achievements and performance 

The centre provides community based creative activities for individual and community benefit, focussing on self 

expression and self development.  Primarily, though not exclusively, for young people.

The Creative Writing Project provides sessions for young women at risk, those not engaging with mainstream 

education and those in need of additional support.

Projects also included Music Project, Lantern Beats, PitStop, Puppet Making Week and Postcards of Keighley.

Small World produce a separate annual report detailing projects.

Public benefit statement

In setting our objectives and planning our activities our trustees have given serious consideration to the Charity 

Commission’s general guidance on public benefit and in particular the advancement of education, the arts and 

culture.

Financial review

The net expenditure for the year was £32,306, including net expenditure of £23,115 on unrestricted funds and 

net expenditure of £9,191 on restricted funds.

Reserves policy

The charity's free reserves, excluding fixed assets, at the year end were £6,158.

The trustees have not adopted a formal reserves policy.

Restricted funds are subjected to restrictions on their expenditure imposed by the donor or through the 

terms of an appeal.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund is included in the notes to the accounts.

Fund accounting

Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of the general 

objectives of the charity.

Depreciation is provided on all tangible fixed assets at rates calculated to write off the cost on a straight 

line basis over their expected useful economic lives as follows:

Activity equipment: over 1 year

Other equipment: over 4 years

All incoming resources are included in the Statement of Financial Activities (SOFA) when the charity 

becomes entitled to the resources, the trustees are virtually certain they will receive the resources and 

the monetary value can be measured with sufficient reliability.

IT and audio visual equipment: over 1 year

Grants and donations

Tangible fixed assets

Tangible fixed assets costing more than £500 are capitalised and included at cost including any 

incidental expenses of acquisition.  Gifted assets are shown at the value to the charity on receipt.

Expenditure and liabilities

Expenditure is recognised on an accrual basis as a liability is incurred. Liabilities are recognised as soon 

as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the charity to pay out the resources.

Taxation

As a charity the organisation benefits from rates relief and is generally exempt from income tax and 

capital gains tax but not from VAT. Irrecoverable VAT is included in the cost of those items to which it 

relates.

Grants and donations are only included in the SOFA when the charity has unconditional entitlement to 

the resources.

Where grants are related to performance and specific deliverables, they are accounted for as the charity 

earns the right to consideration by its performance.

Accounting policies

Basis of accounting

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.  The financial 

statements have been prepared in accordance with the Statement of Recommended Practice: 

Accounting and Reporting by Charities (SORP 2005), the Companies Act 2006 and Financial Reporting 

Standard for Smaller Entities (effective April 2008).
